margin to 8, and trailed by just 9 at halftime. And the East crept within 4 points 
at 43-39 after a putback basket by Brittani Jefferson (Quartz Hill), and still 
trailed by just 5 at 59-54. But the East never quite pulled even. The West 
pushed the margin back into double figures at 65-55 after a pair of free throws 
by Starla Wright (Valencia) with 6:09 left, and the lead never fell below 8 the 
rest of the way.

Jefferson also had a strong game with 6 points, 11 rebounds and 4 blocks, while Sidney Dobner
